Median Costs for Flight Training

Flight training costs will vary from student to student for many factors, including individual study 
habits, hand-eye coordination, personal ability, as well as weather and other air traffic.

The middle boxes below provide the median totals – meaning 50% of students do better, and 50% do 
worse – for each flight course. These are the amounts a “typical” student can expect to spend.
