•	 FSCJ was again named as one of the 150 institutions eligible to compete for the $1 

million Aspen Prize for Community College Excellence.

•	 FSCJ had the most active National Science Foundation (NSF) Advanced Technological 
Education (ATE) grants represented nationally by two-year state colleges in 2023.

•	 For the 14th year in a row, FSCJ dental hygiene graduates achieved a 100% pass rate 
on the National Board Dental Hygiene Exam (NBDHE).

•	 FSCJ’s Culinary Management Associate in Science (A.S.) degree program was identified 
as “Exemplary” and accredited by the American Culinary Federation Education 
Foundation’s Accrediting Commission (ACFEFAC) through 2026.

•	 FSCJ was named a 2023-24 Military Friendly® School with a “Gold” ranking for leading 
practices, outcomes and effective programs for student veterans. Out of the 1,800-
plus schools that participated for the 2023-24 award cycle, FSCJ was one of only 250 to 
be selected for the “Gold” status.
