This academic roadmap does not include
developmental education courses in reading,
writing, and/or mathematics that you may be
required to take. In addition, it does not
include MAT 1033: Intermediate Algebra,
which, for many students, is a prerequisite
course for MAC 1105. Students who wish to
receive additional support with algebra may
opt to take MAC 1105C: College Algebra
Enhanced (5 credits). Please consult with an
advisor for individual assistance.

Students are required to take one HUM-prefix
course. In addition, at least one course must
come from the State Core (denoted with * in
the College Catalog).

Students who enter a Florida College System
institution in academic year 2014-2015 (and
thereafter) must demonstrate competency in
a foreign language (Florida Statute 1007.25).
Students can demonstrate the required
competency in one of three ways:

¢ Earning two high school credits in the
same foreign language;

e Completing a sequence of two college-
credit courses in a single foreign
language;

¢ Achieving the required level on a
language proficiency exam from the
American Council for the Teaching of
Foreign Languages (ACTFL).

College-level foreign language courses count
as A.A. electives and are applied toward your
twenty-four hours of required A.A. electives.

Per Florida Statute 1004.04, students must
meet the following minimum requirements
for admission to a teacher preparation
program: 1. Maintain a G.P.A. of at least 2.5
on a 4.0 scale for the general education
component of undergraduate studies; 2.
Demonstrate mastery of general knowledge
sufficient for entry into the program by
passing the General Knowledge Test of the
Florida Teacher Certification Examination.

Prior to the award of an associate in arts
degree, students initially entering a Florida
College System institution in the 2021-22
academic year, and thereafter, must
demonstrate competency in civic literacy by
successfully completing one of two civic
literacy courses with a “C" or higher AND by
achieving the standard score on one of four
approved assessments before graduation
(section 1007.25(4), Florida Statutes, and Rule
6A-10.02413, Florida Administrative Code).
