Contact/Clock Hours: 1,350 hours that must be completed and documented. Students should understand and accept the attendance requirements prior 

to enrolling in this career certificate program. Prior to enrolling in classes, please meet with an advisor for specific guidance about your individual 

academic plan. 

Full-time day program classes are held Monday through Thursday, 7 a.m.-4 p.m., for 12 months. Students may begin the full-time day program in the Fall 

Term or Spring Term.  

Part-time evening program classes are held Monday through Thursday, 5:30 p.m.-9:30 p.m., for 24 months. The curriculum for both programs is 

identical.

HVAC Excellence Employment Ready certifications- heat pump, electrical, gas heat, electric heat, light commercial A/C & R.
