The Technical Certificate (T.C.) in Computer Aided Technical Design will 
provide the essential skills and knowledge needed to obtain entry-level 
jobs as an AutoCAD draftsman. 

This program requires a minimum of 15 credit hours. Total program 
hours may vary based on the student’s individual academic degree plan. 
This program is not eligible for financial aid.

This pathway is intended for 
students whose academic program requires a foundation of algebra, 
followed by a sequence of courses that may lead to calculus.
