The innovative workforce and employment  
initiative gives students a clear plan to  
help them achieve their personal and  
professional goals while earning credentials 
within specialized industry tracks. Through 
this accelerated workforce training program, 
participants work toward employment in  
high-wage careers with room for growth. 
While working, the program also continues 
to support participants as they progress 
in their career and education.

Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA) students will spend the summer after 
high school graduation working toward earning the CNA certification.
The CNA program is designed to equip students with important health care  
concepts and the professional career development skills necessary to help  
patients perform basic tasks within a long-term care, acute care or rehabilitation 
facility. The program introduces students to the basic skills necessary to 
become a professional and competent member of a patient’s health care 
team. This comprehensive program includes classroom training, simulated 
laboratory exercises, hands-on experience and a CNA exam prep boot camp.
